Read the following sections and answer the questions as you read:

(answer in your comp book label it with date and “Morrie ?’s”)

PACKET: Page 8 “It is our first class together…”
The things in your bedroom often tell all about your personality. Either draw a diagram of your room with labels explaining what everything is or list and explain what is in your room. How do these things best represent your personality?
PACKET: 9-10

In this section, Mitch says, “I did what I had become best at doing: I tended to my work.” If you are completely honest with yourself, what have you become best at doing? For instance, maybe you’ve become best at lying – or hiding who you really are. Talk about what you’ve become best at doing and why you think this has happened.

PACKET: 10 

Find the sentence at the end of the section that says, “The whole time I knew him, I have two overwhelming desires: to hug him and to give him a napkin.” Think of either your closest friend or someone you look up to. What are the two overwhelming desires you have when you are around them? Why?

PACKET: 10-12

Mitch promises to keep in touch with Morrie –and doesn’t the first time. What is the biggest promise you have broken and why? And if you haven’t broken a promise, who have you lost touch with and does it bother you? Why or why not?

If someone wrote a book about you what would the title be? List that title and why you chose it. THEN, draw the cover of the book on a blank sheet of white paper. Think about the cover and its design or picture, being careful to remember that everyone who buys this book will see the cover first. Use COLOR and create a design.

2. Morrie has difficulty feeding himself. What is something you have difficulty doing? How do you deal with that difficulty?

3. “Interaction and relationships maintain me and keep me in alive in a vital way.” Is that true for you? Why or why not?  Give an example of one of those relationships.

4. How do you feel about silence? Ted asks Morrie to talk about contemplating silence. How does silence make you feel? What do you do when it’s silent?

5. Morrie says he’s going to “…find a way to take advantage of silence.” Make a list of 10 things you could do to take advantage of silence.

6. Do you have a friend like Morrie does that you could sit silently with? Who is it, and why would you feel comfortable being silent with him/her?
